Rising up to the World Synclite from different directions, as it were, they come together
at last, but still long before they have reached that world.

Ninurta's Council Dream:
Dream shared with me online by forum user Ninurta

[Aug 16, 24] I had a weird dream when [ was 18, 45 years or so ago, and it's stuck with
me to this day, as vivid now as it was all those years ago.

I found myself in a big looking place, with a lot of folks milling
around and talking. It was blindingly white, everywhere I looked, and had benches

and desks built in a semi-circular arrangement, sort of like the old Roman amphitheaters.
Folks started breaking up their conversations and taking seats, and this fella with a white
robe and a blue sash diagonally from shoulder to waist came up to me and motioned for
me to take a seat. I looked around, and then turned back to him and said, "No, I don't
belong here, but thanks for the offer. I'm not good like these other folks."

No idea why that dream has stuck with me all these years. I usually can't recall them
more than a few minutes after [ wake up, a coupled days at the most, but that one has
stuck in my head for 45 years. If dreams have any meanings at all, I've never figured out
what that one was about, and maybe that's why it's stuck with me. Seems like it should
have meant something, but I'll be doggone if I can figure out what.

[Feb 24, 25] On Daniil Andreyev's White Chamber:

"Yes, that sounds very similar to it. It was a large, white, bright, auditorium-like chamber.
There were rows of semi-circular seating, each row a litter higher than the preceding row
as in an auditorium, affording a view of the front of the chamber."

[Aug 16, 24] They seemed to be more like some sort of council or governing body of
some sort. Not all of them were human.

Now, the place and people I saw in that dream, well, I'd be scared to go back there - I
didn't belong. It wasn't a bad or scary place, I just was out of place there. I'm not a good
person, and I certainly have no business entering a council chamber and sitting among the
councilors. Not even in the back of the room as an observer.

[Aug 18, 24] No, I don't recall Europe being mentioned, nor even Earth itself, at all. They
seemed to be meeting in relation to "the universe" - for lack of a better description - as a
whole, rather than any single part of it. I mentioned that not all of them were human,
although humans were also represented among their number. They didn't seem to be
concerned with mankind at all except in it's relation to the universe as a whole.

I don't think they were gathered for a "judgement" per se, so much as some debate and
decision-making regarding the course of the universe as a whole. "Representatives” is a
good description, with several civilizations, not all of them from Earth, and varying time
periods even, being represented among their number.

This dream didn't seem to be concerned with "mankind" or "humanity" at all, other than
it's membership as a small part of a much larger universe. However, there is always the
possibility that I had a mistaken impression as to it's nature.

[Aug 21-22, 24] More like a Council body with the attendant directors and various
functionaries to make that council efficient. Say a "council”, and then the president

of that council, together with various "secretaries" and that sort of thing. Each has their
own function, but without a traditional hierarchy where one tells the rest what to do, but
instead guides/synthesizes their activity. I think that leadership is by example and
persuasion, rather than by coercion. I suppose a hierarchy of sorts is necessary to
insure efficiency, but not in any sense we've seen on Earth for a very long time.

[Personal Views] I think there is likely a class of cosmic beings whose sole function is to
babysit individual humans - "guardian angels" if you will. That, together with the concept
of a hierarchy would imply there is also a class whose function is to babysit humanity as
a whole at the next level, and perhaps beings and societies that may exist on other
planets. I didn't recognize any of those sorts in the council chamber, but that doesn't mean
they weren't there - only that if they were, I didn't recognize them as such.

Regarding the fella with a white robe and a blue sash:

Young. Early to mid thirties. Coarse black hair and beard, fairly dark skin, brown eyes.
Reminded me of a Mediterranean or Middle Easterner. Yes, he seemed familiar. Jesus
would have been my first thought back then.

Now, after having studied NDEs for years, I find that in all religions, when someone has
an NDE, they seem to meet the same character, but they all identify him with someone
from their own religion - Muslims see him as Mohammed or the Imam, Christians seem
to identify him as Jesus, Buddhists as the Buddha, Hindus as Vishnu or Krishna, etc... but
they all seem to be seeing the same figure, who never identifies himself explicitly. So, I
dunno. It might just be God with the big "G", who is presenting itself in the most familiar
form that the viewer would identify with.

My figure had sort of coarse black hair and beard, the robe was just a robe, not really
fitted and made coarse like burlap or wool, but bleached white, and the sash was draped
over the right shoulder, knotted at the left hip. He didn't seem particularly tall to me,
around my own height, which is 6" 2", maybe even a tad shorter.

I did see a figure once in a one piece uniform with tight cuffs at the wrists and ankles, but
the uniform was a darkish blue, with a black belt that appeared to be made of some sort
