RM (transphysics) is in actual fact reality, or at least corresponds closely to higher
reality, distinguishing itself from the works of other mystics, by having been adjusted
with the assistance of several saints or angels visiting him in prison. If there are any
errors contained in it, it is due to the lack of exact concepts for expressing higher realities
and the limitations imposed on Andreev in his mode of presentation (he was confined to
poetry).

Metaphysics is largely a speculative fiction system that can never solve questions about
the nature of reality, devised by peoples who had nothing better to do, muddleheads,
diseased brains, clouded in their judgment. Metaphysics must be eliminated and
completely eclipsed by transphysics.

Combining the two is not only sheer folly and madness, it's impossible!

The fact is, Kant completely lacked a firm basis of knowledge grounded on reality, he
merely produced fictions. This can be found in his (lack of) judgment, when he
proclaims, hylozoism (everything is alive) would be "the death of all natural philosophy"
and the hindrance to further investigation. (Metaphysical Foundations of Natural
Science)

For context: "The possibility of a proper natural science rests entirely and completely on
the law of inertia (along with that of the persistence of substance). The opposite of this,
and thus also the death of all natural philosophy..."

Daniil Andreev observed that all matter carries the potential for developing
consciousness, that all beings are made from a materiality called "siara", that's animate
and even partially conscious:

Daniil Andreev advises readers to "lie on the bank of a river and gaze lazily at the cool
water glittering in the sunlight". From the natural observation of the senses, and through
this method, Viktor Schauberger arrived at the same realization as Thales of Miletus:

"I could sit for hours on end and watch the water flowing by without ever becoming tired
or bored. At the time I was still unaware that in water the greatest secret lay hidden. Nor
did I know that water was the carrier of life (or the Ur-source of what we call
consciousness). Without any preconceptions, I simply let my gaze fall on the water as it
flowed past. It was only years later that I came to realise that running water attracts our
consciousnesses like a magnet and draws a small part of it along in its wake."



Schopenhauer invoking the proverb "No lotus without a stem" has already exposed the
Kantian system for what it is: built on an airy castle. He was surpassed by Nietszche's
criticisms towards German philosophers. Why was Nietzsche harsh towards German
philosophers and their race? Because Germans above all lack stability, they hold onto
nothing of value, but embrace what is contrary and false. While acknowledging
Nietzsche's manifold errors, Vladimir Solovyov asks, "Where is that truth which makes
Nietzscheism strong and attractive to a living soul?"

Carl Jung has drawn a comparison between Germans and Italians, he points out, "Their
minds do not roll and wallow and leap and plunge through all the extravagant ecstasies

which are the daily exercise of the German mind. So you find in Italy a spirit of balance
lacking in Germany."

Sebastian Haffner drew attention to how fleeting the Saxon mentality was:

"They are not, as one might think, born traitors. Their devotion to a cause, every moment
it lasts, is wholly honest and ardent. But they change loyalties every moment. They are
the victims of their excessive © brightness,” of their over-enterprising intelligence. They
are weathercocks whirled by the wind of every vigorous historical idea."

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Nietszche proclaimed Kant as the "most deformed concept-cripple".

Kant's ethics were "only a theological one in disguise, depends in reality on the biblical
Ethics." (Schopenhauer) "The success of Kant is merely a theologian’s success: Kant
was, like Luther, another impediment to German integrity, which was none too firm to
begin with." "A religious man thinks only of himself." (Nietzsche) “As soon as Kant
would begin to exert a popular influence, we should find it reflected in the form of a
gnawing and crumbling skepticism and relativism.” (Nietzsche)

In other words, Kant's subjectivism paves the way for the decline of civilization. There
must be something firm for both emotion and thought. The emotional-mental chaos of
our times proves this.

Kant deals in abstractions similar to Protagoras & Parmenides; if these sophists
succeeded in their brainless schemes of making their philosophy the basis of reality, we'd
be deprived of all worthy concepts. From my perspective, they carry on the same work of
destruction as those nationalists striving to remove foreign terms from their vocabulary,
the consequences of which are impoverishment, not enrichment. Incidentally, the
nationalistic Fichte is guilty of destroying the foundations of both philosophy and
language.

A philosophical form of metaphysics that's actually worthy of consideration would be
Alfred North Whitehead's concept of "process metaphysics". A better substitute for Kant
is Morris Raphael Cohen. Both were original thinkers. Where's Kant's originality?
Schopenhauer says Kant received his impulse from Locke's philosophy. What are
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German thinkers/professors? Literary Pirates! They all borrow from each other and make
other people's ideas their own.
