His duty of marrying Ideal Collective Soul of the
people and their giving birth to Zventa-Sventana,
demiurge Yarosvet had already come to realize by
then.

Lastly, he was yet to acknowledge
that, for his mission to be accomplished, immense
processes in the fold of other cultures would have
to occur for only a social-political unison of the

entire  humanity would see its gradual
transformation into a single planetwide
brotherhood.

The hour of Navna’s descent into the four-
dimensional plane arrived somewhat earlier, at the
time when Yaroslav was still absorbing the
creative emanations of the Planetary Logos in
Rangaraidr

Below outspread its boundless wasteful expanses
four-dimensional sakwalas. In a distance, in the
East and in the South, the emerging colossuses of
other, older metacultures were towering. In the
West had already taken shape a cloudy, slowly
crystalizing structure with a glistening white peak

in the open heaths of the South.

The picture which I have just outlined should not
be understood word for word though. It is just an
intimation, a poetic generalization that largely
trivializes the true picture of many sakwalas
meeting the gaze of descending Navna. All of
them, at the same time, were connected with that
sole region of the prehistoric Eurasian continent
still untouched with any layers of great human
civilizations. Scarce material vestiges of several
vanished tribal groups which had created neither
nation, nor script lay in the ground keeping its
pristineness. Forests and heaths of to-be European
Russia appeared rather capacious for gigantic
future settlements of human masses with another
limitless spatial reserve stretching as far as to the
Pacific Ocean. Diverse and abundant treasures of
the soil secured the material basis for living for
millennia to come. Cradles of great older
civilizations were quite afar for the future young
culture to dissolve in them, and that made possible
the task of overcoming the borderline voids with
its own nascent genius. Only the demiurge of
Byzantium carried on its tragic, detaching-from-
the-earth work readying to transfer Yaroslav the
freight of tasks which would see the
accomplishment not.
